


Once holes are punched, cut out pattern 
pieces from the leather & match up. I flipped 
the leather inside out for the pocket for 
variation.

Thread your needle with thick thread (I used 
waxed linen thread). Sew between the two 
layers on the first hole & leave a 2-3 inch 
tail. 

Sew in & out through each hole all the way 
around. Double back. 

Once you get back to the start point, tie a 
square knot between the layers of leather. 
Trim ends & tuck between the leather.
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With scissors or a rotary cutter & ruler, trim 
down edges to desired width. I like mine at 
about a quarter of an inch.
